2. The pontoon to be installed is 22 metres long and 3.5 metres wide.  The piles will be driven from the crane barge “contractor” moored by spud and wires.  A safety boat will be in attendance.  The piling works will take approximately three days.  The complete pontoon installation will take approximately three weeks.  Persons in charge of vessels navigating in the vicinity of the entrance to the Lower Camber should pass by at reduced speed to minimise wash entering the basin.
