2. The work will be carried out by the trailer suction dredger “SOSPAN DAU”, which will operate 24 hours a day for approximately 7 days.  Once loaded, the “Sospan Dau” will pump the dredgings into the nearby Hoo Island reclamation site, via a moored pontoon and floating pipeline.
3. The “Sospan Dau” and attendant work boats will display the Day & Night Signals as prescribed in the International Regulations for the Prevention of Collision at Sea 1972, as amended.  Persons in charge of vessels navigating in the vicinity of the dredger should keep a good lookout and proceed with due care and attention.
