TRIALS OF TOWED SURVEY EQUIPMENT
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NOTICE IS HEREBY given that from Thursday 10th June to Monday 14th June 2010 trials of a towed survey frame will take place in the Medway Approach Channel & Thames Estuary.
2. The four metre wide survey frame will be towed approximately 20 metres from the stern of the work boat “Sir Claude Inglis”.  The boat will display the signals as prescribed in the International Regulation for the Prevention of Collision at Sea 1972 as amended and will maintain a listening watch on the appropriate VHF Channel.  Persons in charge of vessels should contact the “Sir Claude Inglis” direct if it is necessary for it to retrieve the frame and manoeuvre clear of the vessel.
