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IDENTIFICATION OF VESSELS
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NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that persons in charge of vessels navigating within the Medway Approach Area, The River Medway and The Swale must make sure that the vessel is properly identifiable in accordance with Medway Ports River Byelaw No. 50 of 1991.
2. The Byelaw states:-
“The master of a vessel shall ensure that the vessel’s name or other means of identification is clearly painted or otherwise marked thereon”.

This requirement applies to all vessels, whether commercially or privately owned, navigating within the Port and the Medway Approach Area as defined in the Medway Ports Authority Act 1973.
