ii) Stangate Creek

51°  25.26’ N  00°  41.65’ E  Charted depth 5.0 m. CD

iii) Saltpan Reach

51°  25.80’ N  00°  40.41’ E  Charted depth 15.0 m. CD
2. The current meters are each contained within a pyramidal frame approx.  0.5 metre high.  Location ii) will be marked by a WHITE pellet buoy.  Due to the locations of i) and iii) relative to the main navigation channel they will not be marked by buoys.  They will be on site for at least 9 days, before being recovered.
