2. The obstruction is a SUNKEN PONTOON measuring approximately 5 m. by 10 m. with a SCAFFOLDING STRUCTURE on top.  It is marked by a YELLOW pellet buoy with the word “WRECK” on it.
The least swept depth is 1.9 m. C.D. in the approximate position:-

Which is approximately 184° (T) x 54 m. from Commercial Buoy No.1
Persons in charge of vessels navigating in the vicinity of the obstruction should pass well clear of the area.
