2. The installation will be in Milton Creek for approximately four weeks.  The installation is mounted on the barge “SWAN” and consists of a helium filled balloon containing a high power lighting rig.  The balloon is 20 metres in diameter, tethered to the barge and the maximum height attained will be 150 metres above the creek. The lit balloon will commence rising at about 1930 hrs. BST and will be lowered back to the barge by 0630 hrs. BST the following morning.  The workboat “LITTLE P” will be in attendance for the period of the installation.
