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NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on or about Monday 10th October 2011 work will commence on the fenders at Jetty No.1 Isle of Grain, Saltpan Reach, River Medway in the following approximate location:-

    00°  40.567’ E
2. The work is expected to take approximately seven weeks and the programme of work is as follows:-

Remove two existing timber and two existing steel fender panels and associated fittings; install hanging scaffolding from the jetty face; install fixings for two new fenders; and install new cone fenders and associated chains.

The work will be carried out by the crane barge “BOXER”, which will be moored to the jetty; a tug will be in attendance for positioning the “Boxer” and to move it to accommodate the arrival of tankers at the berth.  The “Boxer” will display the day and night signals as prescribed in the International Regulations for the Prevention of Collision at Sea 1972, as amended.  A safety boat will be in attendance at all times.  Persons in charge of vessels navigating in the vicinity of the jetty MUST PASS BY AT REDUCED SPEED AND KEEP WELL CLEAR, especially during drilling and lifting operations which will generally take place over low water periods.
