2. The 5 Ton anchor, as previously notified, has been re-located in the following approximate position:-

The location is marked by a lit buoy.  The light characteristics are Fl.Y (4).
The “Stemat Spirit” is now expected to arrive on site on or about Saturday 29th October.  Preparation and equipment calibration will then take place over two days, using the barge “Stemat 77” which will be lying on the 5 ton anchor.  The “Stemat Spirit” anchors will be laid out and tested.  Two guard boats will be in attendance to guide craft making passage through the area.
Persons in charge of vessels navigating in the vicinity of the buoys and working craft must PASS BY WELL CLEAR and EXERCISE  EXTREME CARE AND CAUTION.
